REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

Regular Board Meeting of
June 22, 2015

[. Call to Order:

The meeting was called to order by Chairwoman
Louise Rivera at , at the GRTA Conference
Room, 542 North Marine Corp Drive, Tamuning.

il. Roll Call:

Chairwoman Louise Rivera, Vice Chair Gerard
Cruz, Secretary Jason Cruz and Member Andrew
Tydingco. Not present — Board Member Vicente
Gumataotao and Board Member Ginger Porter.

Also present were Executive Manager Rick Agustin,
AO Myra Abaya, Chief Planner Rudy Cabana, PCIV
Rally Pilipina, Planner !l Patrick Zerzan and AA
Janet Soriano.

Quorum established by Chair.
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Mayor Gumataotao moved to suspend the agenda to address GRTA Board Resolution 2015-
007 (see appendix A). Motion seconded by GA Cruz. Motion approved without opposition.

EM reports this chronology. The current Multi-Step (MSB) is a new procurement document
that was approved by the current GRTA Board as is recorded in the approved minutes. The
General Services Agency (GSA) has given a guideline from the Attorney General (AG) that a
resolution is needed to attest to the fact that the current MSB is a new procurement document
set forth by the GRTA Chair and that all previous documents generated by former GRTA EM
Felix Dungca is no longer valid. EM expressed the urgency of this action to complete the
procurement process. EM read GRTA Board Resolution 2015-007 (Multi-Step Bid for the
long-term service contract or “Management and Operation of Guam Public transit). EM gave
background information that he made an internal policy change that no procurement packet
content may be taken outside of the GRTA office for review and that JLI Cruz and GA Cruz
had come in to the GRTA office to review the documents at an earlier date. Upon GSA
receipt of signed GRTA Board Resolution 2015-007, GSA can then put the MSB
announcement in the newspaper.

Mayor Gumataotac moved to adopt Resolution 2015-007. Motion was seconded by GA Cruz.
Discussion followed. Mayor Gumataotao stated, “whereas to improve transportation service
for the general public, and to insure completing the (procurement) process.” AS Tydingco
stated concern that he had not read the current MSB document referred to in GRTA Board
Resolution 2015-007. EM stated that AS Tydingco was not present when the new MSB was
reviewed and adopted by the Board. EM again stated that those approved minutes did not
suffice for GSA and this was why the resolution was presented for Board review and approval.
AS Tydingco asked for clarification on the document referred to in the resolution. EM stated
the previous document generated by former EM Dungca was not used and that a new
document was presented to and approved by the board. Discussion ended. Motion carried
with no opposition.

Noting attendance by GRTA staff Rudy Cabana (Chief Planner); Myra Abaya (Administrative
Officer (AO)); Rally Pilipina (Program Coordinator 4 (PC4)); and Patrick Zerzan (Program
Coordinator (PC)). Noting public participation (see appendix B).

lll. Public Comments

Erlinda S. Tydingco: Acknowledged and thanked EM for remediation of complaints with Bus
#1211 and that she hoped complaints regarding other buses would also be remediated. She
extended the thanks also to the Board and acknowledged appreciation that Self Advocates in
Action (SINA), whom she spoke on behalf of, could be part of this change for the betier. She
also acknowledged the combined efforts of Senator’s Thomas Ada:; his staff member Charlene
Flores (present)) GRTA EM; members of SINA; and members of the island's disabilities
communities resulting in the times for public hearings and round table discussions relevant to
GRTA being scheduled during hours of GRTA public transit operation.
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IV. Approval of Minutes

Approval of April 20, 2015 meeting minutes. Minutes presented by EM. Mayor Gumataotao
moved to approve the minutes. Motion seconded by GA Cruz. Motion carried without
opposition. Executive

Manager's Report (see appendix C): EM recommended that public transit service be provided
on May 25, Memorial Day, despite its being a holiday in consideration of the community need
to seek services and supply of goods affected by Typhoon Dolphin. EM assured Board that
there were funds to cover this operation.

AS Tydingco moved to provide public transit services on May 25, Memorial Day in
consideration of the community need as a result of Typhoon Dolphin. Motion seconded by GA
Cruz. Motion carried without opposition.

V. Executive Manager's Report

EM reported that although Four Hundred Forty-Four Thousand Dollars ($444,000) has been
identified by the Bureau of Budget and Management Research (BBMR) and the Department
of Administration (DOA), until BBMR updates the data into the AS400 system, the funds are
not available o GRTA for June operations. What is pending is for the monies to be deposited
into the GRTA account and to show as available in the system. Once this occurs the Board
members will be notified via email and an announcement will be made. EM is still working
with the Federal Transportation Administration (FTA) for the remainder of the monies for July-
August-September operations, but as of yet has not received official communication indicating
such.

EM reported that the bid opening for the Invitation for Bid (IFB) had been delayed for weeks,
and then the typhoon delayed it further for several days, but it was announced on May 19,
2013. With this in hand, R Pilipina is instructed to communicate with FTA to update them that
one of their requirements for further release of grant money has been met. Although, there
had been four or five bidders interested at the onset, with all the delays, there is now only one
bid. Now GRTA has to go through the process of justifying the cost and demonstrate that they
are following federal guidelines for use of federal funds. Then GRTA will be able to go back to
GSA to award the contract. The good news is that six years ago they had no buses, and now
with the bid opening there GRTA will socon have its own buses and vans.

EM attended two and R Cabana part, of the post-typhoon recovery Cabinet meetings. GRTA
was asked if they could provide transportation services to those in the typhoon shelters. In
response EM has asked Tamuning-Tumon-Harmon Mayor Louise Rivera staff for information
as to how many people in the shelters are Paratransit riders, and how many might be
Paratransit eligible. With this information, EM can make an exception for the duration of the
typhoon shelter opening. EM has aiready alerted Kloppenberg Enterprises, Inc. (KEI) to the
possible need for additional vehicles. If this need cannot be met by KEI, M. Abaya has been
instructed to communicate with GSA to identify another company as a sole source vendor in
consideration of the typhoon recovery.
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However, if this other company is not Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) compliant, or does
not have trained drivers, then they will go back to the service provider. This is only for a short
term as part of the typhoon recovery.

EM reported that there are no typhoon-related expenses incurred by GRTA as a result of
Typhoon Dolphin, however, if such are to be incurred, EM will report accordingly.

VI. Budget Report

Budget Report (see appendix D). For Fiscal Year (FY) 2015 GRTA was budgeted Three
Million Five Hundred Ninety-Two Thousand One Hundred Sixteen ($3,592,116). The
categories for salaries,

benefits, supplies, telephone, and miscellaneous are without issue. However, the Two Million
Eight Hundred Sixty-Five Thousand Two Hundred Fifty-Seven Dollars ($2,865,257) set aside
for contracts, which is the bus operations services is less than the projected bus operations
budget 3.9 Million for FY2015. Expenditures for October, 2014 to May, 2015 is 2.7 Million.
This means a One Million Two Hundred One Thousand Dollars ($1,201,000) shortfall by the
end of FY2015. This means there is no funding for bus operations service for June-July-
August-September 2015. The Four Hundred Forty-Four Thousand Dollars ($444,000) that the
Governor's Office has designated for bus operation services has yet to be loaded by BBMR
into the AS400 system for GRTA to draw down to cover June bus operation services. To
date, these funds are not yet available to GRTA. Once FTA releases its funds, then GRTA
will have enough for bus operation services until the end of FY2015.

The amount of Eight Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($850,000) has already encumbered for
the MSB.

EM gave additional information that if the service provider charges $70/hour for the next four
months, the breakdown would be as follows:

June — Three Hundred Thousand Three Hundred Dollars ($300,300)

July — Three Hundred Eleven Thousand Eight Hundred Fifty Dollars ($311, 850)
August — Three Hundred Thousand Three Hundred Dollars ($300,300)

September — Two Hundred Eighty Thousand Seven Hundred Fifty Dollars ($280,750)

Vil. Old Business
1. FestPac - Impact on Transit

Festival of Pacific Arts 2016 (FestPac) Impact ~ As part of FestPac the Governor's Office is
asking for the public transit operations at the Paseo de Susannah (Paseo) to be temporarily
relocated for the duration of FestPac. EM has tasked R Cabana with this assignment.

R Cabana gave his report as follows: In preparation for FestPac 2016 which will be held on
Guam in May 20186, he will be meeting the following week with Department of Parks and
Recreation (Parks & Rec) Director Ray Blas to secure arrangements for GRTA to use a
parking lot adjoining the Agana Swimming Pool parking lot where sever
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EM reported that R Cabana has also been working with the Department of Public Works
(DPW) and there is a vendor that has been selected to repair, refurbish and relocate some of
the bus sheiters. The procurement process is moving forward on this project.

GRTA has been tasked by the Governor's Office to repair, refurbish, and relocate some of the
GRTA-owned bus shelters in an effort to make Guam more attractive to potential investors
and visitors. At present, GRTA-owned bus shelters are not well-maintained.

2. VTCLI-Partll

Veterans Transportation Community Living Initiative (VCLI): VCLI Part One is where GRTA
will receive Three Hundred Five Thousand Dollars ($305,000) to put up a One Cail One Click
transportation system. These funds are part of a grant that GRTA shares with the Department
of Integrated Services

for Individuals with Disabilities (DISID). R Pilipina is almost ready with the document to send
to GSA relative to these funds and its purpose.

VCL! Part Il is a grant that GRTA will have to apply for. This grant would allow for the
purchase of buses in order to provide on-and off-base transportation services for veterans,
military retirees, active duty military personnel, and their dependents, although use of these
buses could additionally be extended to Guam’s civilian community.
VIil. New Business

1. Approval of the Final and Official Specifications of the MSB:
No Discussion.

2. Chief Planner's Report
Chief Planner's Report (see appendix E): The packet for bus shelter repair, renovation,
improvement and relocation is completed and ready for the EM's signature and the next step
in the requisition process.
A brief timeline
March 6, 2015 — the DPW Director authorized DPW engineers to assist and conduct business
with GRTA.
March 25, 2015 — he and DPW engineers reviewed the scope of work.
March 26, 2015 — conducted a site inspection. More details were provided in writing to board
members wherein a survey of island bus shelters were made and 14 bus shelters were
identified for repair and/or relocation to a more sound and suitable site.

April 6, 2015 - bidding opened for potential contractors.
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April 30, 2015 —~ GSA awarded for a one-year extension on their services shouid additional
funding become available.

EM recommends following guidelines from Governor's Office to focus efforts on bus shelters
on Marine Corps Drive, San Vitores, and Route 8 first.

Recommendations came from board members to 1) identify an ADA Coordinator for GRTA to
provide technical assistance and guidance to insure that al bus shelters are ADA-compliant
(AS Tydingco and

GA Cruz) and 2) that support from neighboring businesses be approached to adopt
maintenance of nearby bus shelter(s) (GA Cruz).

3. Bill 85-33:

EM is requesting general direction from the board on how and what he can comment on Bill
85-33 at public hearings and round table discussions. EM is asking if, in general, the board is
in support of Bill 85-33.

AS Tydingco moved to authorize EM to represent the board, but not to make any decisions,
just to provide input on legislation relevant to GRTA at round table discussions. Motion
seconded by Mayor Gumataotao. Motion carried without opposition.

4. OCR Review and Policy Change:

FTA Office of Civil Rights {OCR) Review and Policies for GRTA: At the request of GRTA
Board Director Porter, the EM brought to the attention of the board a draft of GRTA OCR
Policies that included such items as:

Origin-to-destination service
Hours of paratransit service
Scheduled ride cancellation
Subscription service

No shows

Frequent rider program

AS Tydingco stated that he recalled that in 2013 there were three public hearings regarding
these policies. R Pilipina recalled that the policies were approved and that this action was
contained in board minutes of which he has a copy.

EM stated that if the policies were approved then GS Porter's concern was that they be made

available to those affected by the policies. The status of these policies will be confirmed by R
Pilipina and brought back to the board.
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5. Paseo Terminal Station:

Relocation of Paseo GRTA Operations for Duration of FestPac: This topic was covered
earlier in the meeting agenda. EM explained that this is a temporary relocation. In the future
the Hagatna Restoration Board may designate a permanent location for GRTA bus
operations, at which time GRTA would make a permanent move of their Hagatna bus
operations. AS Tydingco stated that he recalled that in the past GRTA had been denied the
same use of the said property adjoining the Agana Swimming Pool parking lot.

IX. Executive Session:

AS Tydingco moved for the board to recess to executive session. Motion seconded by JLI
Cruz. Motion carried without opposition. (6:02pm)

Meeting reconvened after executive session at 6:37pm,
X. Adjournment:

AS Tydingco moved to adjourn. Motion seconded by Mayor Gumataotao. Motion carried
without opposition.

Chairwoman adjourned the meeting at 6:37pm. The date of the next GRTA board meeting
was not provided.

December, 2015, and January, 2016 were tabled until the minutes
were shortened.

December 21, 2015 and January 19, 2016 Board minutes were moved to approve by
Board Member Andrew Tydingco, seconded and carried.

February 21, 2016 Board minutes — Board Member Ginger Porter was given a few
minutes to review the February 21, 2016 Board minutes. She accepted as amended for
grammar changes. Board Member Andrew Tydingco moved to approve, seconded and
passed.

IV. Executive Manager’s Report

GRTA Staff multi-tasking due to staff shortage

GRTA has been without an attorney for a year, a Chief Planner for over 6 months, a
Transportation Supervisor for over 6 months and recently a Planner |l resigned. GG1 for
Chief Planner remains at DOA. A list of qualified applicants has not been sent to GRTA
because the system for applicant rating has been down for two months. The EM sent an
email requesting manual rating. Although morale is pretty good, the overload of muilti-
tasking and carrying extra workload will eventually affect office productivity.

GRTA accomplishments between March, 2015 and March, 2016

e GRTA bought 11 vans and four 17-passenger low-floor buses with ARRA
funding. All are FTA and ADA compliant.

* GRTA purchased an additional 7 buses, yielding a total of 22 vehicles within 23
months.

7 bus shelters were repaied.

GRTA spent $14,000 for ADA compliant restrooms.

GRTA met with the Transportation Committee Chair and the Legislative
Transportation Committee.

* A financial and performance audit was requested of the Public Auditor, seeking
information where GRTA federal and local funds are allocated and why GRTA is
not performing up to standard.

e Multi-Step Bid progressed to GSA within 15 months up to the time it was
protested.

Senator Tom Ada wants DISID Lots for Commercial Leasing
Mr. Roger Davis, a graduate of Cornell University, a Transit Advisory Council member in
Greenville, North Carolina and a Guam paratransit rider, volunteered time to GRTA to

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assist EM R. Agustin write a letter to Senator Tom Ada in opposition to Bill 270-33. If 8ill
270-33 moved forward, the One Million Dollars of FTA funds granted to GRTA for the
construction of the DISID Resource Center, housing GRTA office space, would not be
realized. Senator Tom Ada proposes to place the DISID property into Chamorro Land
Trust providing DISID with 10% of the income and Chamorro Land Trust with 90%.
GRTA has been collaborating with Mr. Ben Servino for the property development.

Procurement [ssues

Procurement through GSA remains too slow to address needs. Since October 1, there
has been no progress on requests for drinking water, lighting at the Hagatna terminal,
and procurement of an extension cord for the backup generator.

Guam Election Commission - Financial Disclosure
The GRTA Board Members were reminded to submit their financial disclosure by April
20",

GRTA display at Micro Mall GSAT Fair

GRTA provided a static display of one of our MV-1 Vans and a 17-passenger, low floor
bus in the parking lot at the GSAT Assistive Technology Fair at the Micronesian Mall this
past Saturday.

MV-1 Vans for Fest Pac

Board Member Ginger Porter, Board Member Gerard Cruz and EM R. Agustin have
been attending the FestPac mesetings every Wednesday at DPW. Board Member
Ginger Porter will train the drivers to assist riders with disabilities. The MV-1 Van use
will be authorized by an MOU (with DPW) for FestPac festivities. However, should the
MSB go to Step 2 and the bid is awarded, then those assets will revert back to the MSB
as intended.

Roger Davis to research Public Law 30-05

Mr. Davis' next assignment is to research on Public Law 30-05 and the Guam Mass
Transit Automotive Surcharge and the Liquid Fuel Tax. The surcharge and the liquid
fuel tax funds have not been fully utilized by GRTA in the past and should be going to
GRTA for use for transit. Eight Million Dollars of those funds go to DPW, and 6.2 Million
goes to DOA.

GRTA Master Plan
GRTA's master plan drafted in 2009 and approved in 2010, will used to move forward
with GRTA funding.

Transit Business Plan

GRTA's Transit Business Plan states that by 2015 GRTA should have 50 buses and a
maintenance facility. t has not been accomplished. 3 months ago AO Myra Abaya and
EM R. Agustin briefed Governor Eddie Calvo and his key staff. The Governor stated
that he knows GRTA was shorted 1.5 Million Dollars and he wants the vans to be used
in the Interim. EM R. Agustin will be working with Department of Labor to find
employees to be trained to drive the MV-1 Vans.

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Working session with GRTA staff and GRTA Board of Directors
EM R. Agustin asked the Board to have a working session with staff and the Board on
April, 2016. GRTA wants to plan for next year and work aggressively with that.

V. Old Business

A. Bus Fare Increase

GRTA Board Member Ginger Porter reported that when the GRTA Board of
Directors and EM R. Agustin met with the Senators they said the legislature wili
not increase the budget for fiscal year 2016. GRTA should be reviewing fare
structures every three years. The trolley services use GRTA bus stops and
shelters, and operate the same routes in Tumon as GRTA. They have frequent
service that is reasonably priced and GRTA is not reasonably priced. She will
review the comparisons as well as the economic impact of raising the bus fares
using several different strategies, including offering a year of fare-free service for
fixed routes for those with discounted fares.

EM R. Agustin will look into qualifications for those that need the fare-free
service.

Board Member Ginger Porter stated the implementation of new fares should be
approved by the time more buses and vans come into service under a long-term
contract.

EM R. Agustin stated that FTA will require an analysis.

B. Replacement Fee Resolution
On December 21, 2015 the Board approved in the best interest of GRTA, a
replacement fee of $20 for a paratransit identification card. The prepared
Resolution 2016-002 (for the fee) will be sent to all GRTA Board members for
review.

VI. Budget Report (AO Myra Abaya) - Please see attached GRTA Budget Report.

AO Myra Abaya reported that the GRTA budget appropriation for this fiscal year is
$3,663,958. Fiscal restraints imposed by the front office set 15% as a reserve in the
amount of $549,593.70. GRTA is unable to use these funds reflected as a deduction
from the FY16 budget for a total available budget of $3,114,364.30. Of the
$3,114,364.30, $2,652, 916.30 was appropriated for bus operations from the local funds.
Of the $2,652,916.30, GRTA used $243,868 to fund the MSB partially as instructed by
GSA to encumber $850,000 for the MSB to move forward. GRTA projects spending
$3,508,386 at the end of the fiscal year granting that the hourly rate will not increase.

Special Federal Grants, GRTA was granted FTA special federal funds in the amount of
$1,309,763 for procurement of buses for the last 3 years of GRTA continuing grant
starting (FY13, FY14 and FY16). FTA raised concerns that GRTA was not using the
funds. GRTA has since cut a requisition for the procurement of seven 17 low-floor
buses.

X. Public Comments — 15 minutes

Mr. Frank “Kool-Aid" Ungacta is a rider of paratransit, who lives in Merizo. As of today,
Monday, March 21, 2016 he leaves Merizo at 5:30am to go to Mangilao and get dropped
in Mangilao to get picked up in Mangilao to go to Talofofo for his 8:30am job. In the
afternoon he goes from Talofofo back to Mangilao to be picked up at 5:00pm to retumn
back to Merizo. If you are a % mile from fixed route you should not be denied a ride. He
has never been denied a ride except for one place and that is from Mangilao to Merizo.
His schedule as of today every day is 8:30am. But he has to caich a ride at 5:30am
every morning. He is asking the Board to audit his case. At the February meeting he
asked the Board if KEIl could accommodate him to ride into the Andersen Airforce Base
to attend an air show and Friday he was told by KE! dispatcher that Frank is unable to
get on the schedule because it was full. He called and spoke to Penni and Myra from
GRTA to assist him and KEI told them that the schedule is full. After Myra called back to
check if the schedule is still full (Frank plays his recorder). Frank speaks to Ben the
scheduler and asks him to catch a ride to Andersen Airforce Base after they pick him up
at 12:00pm Saturday from his scheduled pick up time instead of dropping him home to
Merizo so that he can watch the air show. When Frank gets picked up at 12pm on
Saturdays he is the only one in the bus every time. He was denied a ride to Andersen
Airforce base at 12:00pm because the scheduler, Ben from KEI dispatch told him it was
a full schedule. On the Saturday of the air show, Frank asked the bus driver if they were
picking up anybody before he gets dropped to Merizo and the bus driver told him they
are not picking up anyone. The driver will drop him to Merizo. (Frank records that
conversation between him and the driver).

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Frank is an unconditional rider. He rides fixed route from the gas station in Merizo to
Agana. He waits for paratransit in Agana and rides to Hotel Santa Fe and then back the
same way. There is no bus stop sign at the gas station in Merizo and the bus driver
didn’t know he was waiting for a bus when it took off.

EM R. Agustin stated that he will have his staff research and audit Mr. Frank Ungacta’s
case with KEI.

Odilia Jaime, a paratransit rider explained that she emailed her complaint about the bus
driver sleeping on duty and that it was already taken care of.

EM R. Agustin stated that he will get with Eming Borja from KEI to inform all the bus and
paratransit drivers where the pickup point is at the gas station in Merizo.

August 17, 2015 — Board Member Vice Chairman Gerard Cruz moved to approve the
August 17, 2015 board minutes and November 17, 2015 board minutes. Motion
seconded and carried.

IV. Executive Manager's Report

Air conditioning system procurement

Three vendors, JRN, JWS, and SE submitted bids of $12,853, $9,350 and $5,850. This
particular contract met all the requirements. The air conditioning system is a new
system, placing it under the construction category and not renovation. DOA contends
that it is not a proper procurement process. Per EM R. Agustin stated that GRTA has
the funds to pay the vendor and the vendor should be paid. This procurement issue
should be between agencies and to leave the vendor out of it.

Allegation by media

An allegation was made by one of the media that a (pedestrian) death on Route 10
Mangilao could be connected to a GRTA bus stop. This is a very sensitive issue,
however, GRTA is not at fault for the death of a rider that got out of a transit bus at
Mangilac Payless Super Market. Federal Highway monies go to a different agency to
improve the roads, stop signs, cross roads and pedestrian traffic light, which are not
functions of GRTA.

Transit Business Plan

The GRTA Master Plan was approved in 2010. Several hundred thousand dollars went
into this business plan and EM R. Agustin will move forward with this plan during his
tenure at GRTA.

Four areas at the airport were mentioned as a possible place for transit to build GRTA's
office, maintenance shelter and refueling site.

The Governor asked EM R. Agustin to place the MV-1 Vans in an interim use. Some of
the vans will be utilized during FestPac through an MOU between DPW and GRTA.
DPW will have their trained drivers use the vans to pick up riders with disabilities. The
vehicles will return after the FestPac festivities.

Building utilized by the Hagatna Mayor

This present Mayor's building belonged to Guam Mass Transit Authority until GMTA was
abolished in 2001. In 2009, Guam Regional Transit Authority was created as an
autonomous agency. If the building was not legally transferred to the Hagatna Mayor's
Office, GRTA would like to reclaim it. Since 2001, GRTA has moved five times and each
time GRTA loses documents. It has been costly and interruptive of public service.

Search for lot to build GRTA facility
APRIL 18, 2016 BOARD MINUTES
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$237,000 of grant funds for architectural and engineering is for a permanent place for
GRTA to build a maintenance facility and a refueling station. We should have a
minimum of five acres based on GRTA'’s transit business plan for 100 vehicles. By the
end of July, 2016 GRTA should have a total of 22 vehicles. We have 11 MV-1 Vans and
4 17-passenger low-floor buses for total of 15 vehicles and we recently purchased 7
more buses. One GRTA bus has already been branded and 2 are currently being
branded at Guam Automotive Clinic.

Renovation project of DPW Cafeteria is rescinded

The renovation of the DPW Cafeteria for GRTA One-Call One-Click Dispatch center will
not be moving forward. BBMR returned $138,000 of unused GRTA budget and
deposited it into the Government of Guam General Fund without the Boards approval.
The budget given to GRTA by the Legislature is strictly for bus operations, none for
facilities. $138,000 could've been used for this.

Drug and alcohol audit compliance review

On April 68" GRTA completed and turned in the drug and alcohol audit compliance
documents early to FTA. Once it is available on the website the Board will be notified.
People will be able to access it on the GRTA website.

Legal Services
GRTA has been without an attorney for sixteen months now. GRTA has placed an RFP
last Friday to obtain legal services.

V. Old Business

A. Bus Fare Increase
GRTA Board of Directors and EM R. Agustin have discussed increasing the
fares. This requires a Triple A process. GRTA has not had a bus fare increase
since GRTA was initiated. It's always been .35 cents for paratransit riders.

GRTA Board Secretary Ginger Porter stated that this be reviewed during the
upcoming work session and the next board meeting. In the past, what GRTA
and the Board brought up did not meet FTA requirements.

B. Replacement Fee Resolution 2016-002

The Board signed the GRTA Resolution No. 2016-002, I.D. Replacement Fee Charge
April 18, 2016.

Multi-Step Bid (MSB}

EM R. Agustin stated that GRTA sent out a letter to all media informing them that GRTA
is unable to officially comment on the issue of the Multi-Step Bid (MSB) until the protest
is conclusively resolved.

Jason Fukuda signed and accepted the P.O. March 31, 2016 for an additional
seven buses that are arriving in mid-July, 2016. The federal transit funds from
continuing grant Section 339 were used to procure these buses totalling
$1,300,000.

RFP for the Transportation Management System Software and Hardware
GRTA will announce the RFP this May, 2016. The One-Call One-Click Dispatch
Center Renovation will be housed in GRTA as per EM Rick Agustin's decision.

Renovation of Executive Manager’s Office

EM R. Agustin stated that his office will be renovated to accommodate a
dispatcher, scheduler and mobility manager. Local funds will be used for a
monthly meeting conference room outside of GRTA until such time that GRTA
relocates to a permanent office space. EM R. Agustin wrote a letter to Senator
Ada requesting their office research who owns the building at the Hagatna
Mayor’'s Office, which was originally owned by Guam Mass Transit prior to the
2001 GMTA abolishment. In 2009 Guam Regional Transit Authority was
reestablished and since moved five times to different locations.

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unable to issue authority or address issues if his administrators are not available. She is
overwhelmed by all the issues that are not addressed by the transit provider. Ms.
Duenas had a 10:30am scheduled pick-up at the Doctor’s Clinic but when she called
dispatch at 10:01am she was informed that the bus would be late because the bus is
heading to Yigo then to Mangilao. She already knew that the bus would be picking her
up later than 10:30am. It started to rain at the Doctor's Clinic so she went in o the
building tc seek shelter. Her scooter is not water proof. The bus driver did not get down
from the bus to check for her as far as the door to announce his arrival for pick-up. She
called dispatch numerous times and there was no answer. There are too many issues
with the provider and it needs to be addressed. She has submitted documented
complaints on these issues.

EM R. Agustin read the OCR report that was conducted back in 2010 and GRTA did not
get a complete write-up from Department of Justice until 2012. That same issue was
brought up and written up for the GRTA Board’s signature to submit to the service
provider that there are certain protocols to the number of rings before they answer the
phones. This is an issue that needs to be addressed and rectlified. Evelyn
recommended to EM R. Agustin that GRTA stop all service to bus operations until the
service provider corrects the issues. GRTA will address the issue with the OCR of the
phones not being answered. GRTA Board Secretary Ginger Porter asked KEI what
their plan to resolve the phone issue is.
